Joceline and I have been collecting the obituaries from various newspapers for some time. 

This is valuable information since the data originates directly from the family of the deceased. In addition, it 
is one of the only remaining sources of information. The information contained in the registers, the BMD 
(baptisms, marriages, and deaths) and those managed by the Director of civil status of Quebec and other 
provinces are no longer accessible. 

The parish registers no longer reports all BMDs as was done decades ago since less people have their 
children baptized, people do not necessarily get married in churches and there are less funerals in 
churches. 

As a result, obituary notices are the lifeline of genealogists to collect information about families. 

Member users of our database of genealogical data gain additional information about a person's life. 
Indeed, they can consult the text of the obituary of the deceased if it has been made available to us. We 
have been adding this information on our database for the past decade. 

In addition, thousands of photos of deceased Levasseurs and Carmels published in the obituary sections of 
newspapers have been added to the website. Our previous website could not accommodate this feature.

Jean-Pierre has done a thorough and remarkable job to implement this new platform hosting the 
Levasseur website. Jean-Pierre has also inserted a lot of items on the new site, including newsletters, 
photos, etc. 

After multiple tests, we were able to develop a methodology to insert and add the photo of the 
deceased person listed in our genealogical database. 

Since January 2019, the photo and obituary text of the recently deceased are being inserted. 

The photo of the deceased appears on the left. The name, year of birth and death appear under the 
name of the deceased and his or her age are in parentheses. 

Below, the text of the obituary is registered under « Notes ». 
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We can find the photo of the deceased under: Obit/Obituaries and 
under; Search of a person. 

Lots of information can be found on a page. 

Members can check regularly new photos and obituaries that are added 
in the: « What's New » section. I will be adding new information related 
to death notices and, in time, I will be adding all the information I have 
been gathering over the years. Here is a photo of, What’s New :

When you are granted access (2), your name will be 
displayed at the bottom of the window. To initiate a search, 
simply enter the first and last name of the person (3) that is 

the subject of your search.  

In this case, I insert the name of my father  

Lionel Carmel. 

Press search (4).

Procedure to access the data base  
to carry out a basic search 
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Each underlined word or phrases are hyperlinks leading to various reports. Please also note the tabs 
at the top give you access to several documents on the ancestors, descendants and additional 

information about the identified person.

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It is likely that your search will necessitate that you make a choice amongst a listing of names. For 
example, a search on Pierre, Jean or Jean-Pierre will bring a listing of dozens of entries. You can then 

do an "Advanced search" to refine your search. See the example below.

Another example. If I do a search on the name of our Treasurer, 
Pauline Carmel the result will be (5 entries):
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You then select the name of the person you are researching. The date and place of birth will be useful. 
You therefore select line 3, because, in this case, you know that she was born in 1943, in Ange-Gardien 

de Rouville. By pressing on line 3, you will gain access to genealogical data pertaining to Pauline 
Carmel, our Treasurer.

"The Next Generation of Genealogy Sitebuilding ©" software is a powerful application to manage 
and view family trees on a web site, all without generating HTLM static. Instead, the information is 
stored in a database and the pages are created on demand. TNG written by Darrin Lythgoe. TNG is a 
Web application under a license that can be integrated with small non-commercial Web sites. Our 
information is stored in a database and the pages are created on demand with the aid of PHP (1) and 
My SQL. Thus, the new information added to your Web site are immediately available.
